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The procedure shall be as described in Transport SA Code of Practice for Surface Films for Motor Vehicle Windows (April 1992), Section 4, Test Method for Determination of Luminous Transmittance and Reflectance Values (refer South Australian Government Gazette, dated 28 May 1992, Pages 1 542 and 1 543) except where modified or clarified as shown below.

When automotive safety glass is tested without window film, Clause 4.02 shall be amended as follows:

The flat sample of the automotive safety glass to be tested shall be clean and free from surface contamination.  This sample is hereinafter called the specimen.

Precision

The uncertainty of measurement has been determined as + x.x of the test result, at a confidence limit of 95% with a nominal coverage factor of 2, when calculated in accordance with the accreditation requirements as detailed in AS/ISO 17025.
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
