TASK DESCRIPTION

The photographing of signs is required to provide a clear understanding of sign identifications. 

For all engineering surveys, signs (excluding temporary signs) shall be located with the appropriate code and a photograph taken. All RS signs including hazard markers shall be located and photographed.

A string named PHOT shall be created at each of these points which will generate point numbers along the string. PHOT Strings shall be placed in the XSURVEY model and the string nulled. A separate pdf document shall be supplied with the deliverables which lists photograph numbers matching the PHOT point numbers, e.g. point 1 on the PHOT string matches photograph 1 as supplied. Refer to example below. 
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
